We are proud to be a 
school where there is no bullying and no teacher raises their voice to the children. We work 
individually with those who struggle with problems, be they academic or social. Religion is taught 
daily, school Masses are scheduled monthly, and Gospel values are taught and lived. 

We have soccer and basketball teams. During the winter months, skating, skiing, and bowling 
experiences are provided.  Other field trips and events are scheduled throughout the school year. 

We also have a Federal Breakfast and Lunch Program, pre-school care from 7:00 – 8:30 a.m., and an 
aftercare program from 3:00 – 5:30 p.m. at $5 per day (especially appreciated by parents who work 
until five). Tuition is $2,550 - $3,050 per year and tuition assistance is available.
